BEFORE YOU START

IMPORTANT! 
1. Insert batteries for the main unit before start operation of the remote 
sensors.
2. Place the main unit as close as possible to the remote unit.

When changing batteries always change batteries in the main unit as 
well as all remote units and replace them in the correct order, so the 
remote connection can be re-established.

Air pressure
The values for air pressure will be updated each hour and will be dis-
played as a numerical value between 800 and 1100 hPa. The air pres-
sure trend of the past 12 hours will be stored and displayed in a graph 
(history).

Main unit signal receiving check
The transmission range is about 30 meters from the remote station to 
the main unit (in open area). The main unit should receive the temper-
ature/humidity information from the transmitter within 3 minutes after 
set-up.
